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The Puzzle Works Pounds Out Your Puzzles

week for cutting puzzle blanks into their more familiar jigsaw puzzles. Alotig wi
cutting puzzles for commercial products, the new press allows the Puzzle té&/offex
custom puzzles from photographs, digital images, or artwork.

The Puzzle Works, Rocking Chair Studio’s puzzle
making facility and retail store, is not the usual toy
store or business. Yes, there are jigsaw puzzles,
games, brainteasers, plush animals along with all of
Rocking Chair Studio’s products for children, but the
highlight is that they let you see how puzzles come to
life. The Puzzle Works’ Puzzle Press, an immense
11,000 pound machine, occupies a room visible from
inside the store and from the outside. Now that the
press is up and running, the Puzzle Works offers
customers the ability to create their own puzzles from
their favorite images. In addition, they can schedule a
time to bring the whole family to watch their puzzle be devoured by the press.

“We usually ask customers to bring their picture in the day before or send it to us
electronically so we can print the image and have their tin that the puzzts coneady
for their visit”, says Melinda Fabian, creative director for Rocking Chair 8tudi's a
great opportunity for some fun and to learn a little about how puzzles are made.”

The images are loaded onto one of the
workstations where formatting and color
corrections occur. A digital printer then
produces the image on high quality gloss
paper. A gluing operation applies a thin
coating of non-toxic glue onto the back of the
paper before applying it to a chipboard or
magnetic base material. The puzzle blank
then goes to the puzzle press. Steel rule dies
cut the puzzles — a board that has steel knives
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sticking up through it. The knives are bent in the shapes of the puzzle pieces. The puzzle
blank rests on top of the die and slides under the massive head. With a push of the
button, the head drops down pounding the puzzle with many tons of cutting force until

the knives burst through the back of the puzzle.

“Our 250 piece puzzle requires almost 88 tons of pressure to cut,” says Frank Fabian,
executive director for Rocking Chair Studio. “That’s the equivalent of 11 elephants
standing on the puzzle die at the same time!”

Custom puzzles are available in a variety of
sizes from 3-34” by 5-%2" with 24 pieces up to
11" by 17" with 250 pieces. Each puzzle
comes packaged in a tin with the puzzle
image on top making it a perfect keepsake
gift. They make great gifts but can also be
used for fundraisers, Christmas cards or
wedding favors. The possibilities are
endless. Puzzles up to 8" by 10” are also
available on magnetic sheet. Visit the
website or call to request information on
which images are best to use.
